Communion using the following words when you are not able to

Since I cannot at this moment  

receive you sacramentally,  

come at least spiritually into my heart.  

I embrace you as if you were already there,  

and unite myself wholly to you.  

Never permit me to be separated from you.

You may wish to say the prayer the Church of England has published 

for all those affected by coronavirus: 
 

 Keep us, good Lord,  

under the shadow of your mercy.  

Sustain and support the anxious,  

be with those who care for the sick,  

and lift up all who are brought low;

in Christ Jesus our Lord.
